Electronic Data Interchange (EDI)

Tower Automotive Productive Material Suppliers are required to use Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) as a standard means of receiving our forecasting and shipping requirements, as well as providing Tower with advanced shipping information.  These Suppliers are also required to properly label all material shipped into our facilities using our standard AIAG bar code format.  For those Suppliers who are not currently able to meet Tower’s requirements, Tower offers an Internet Web Based solution, which the Supplier can subscribe to for a nominal fee.

The Tower Automotive specifications are as follows:

1. The Supplier must be able to receive our EDI 830 Planning Releases, which include both long term forecasting information as well as short term shipping requirements.  The quantities on these releases are automotive cumulative based.

2. The Supplier must be able to send Tower an EDI 856 Advanced Shipping Notice.  These must be transmitted at the time the truck leaves the Supplier’s dock in route to Tower Automotive.

3. The Supplier must label each and every container according to Tower’s bar code specifications for steel or components.
